The greatest specific activity df'Cs at fishes was registered in the north of Ukrdamelosed and half-closed
reservoirs of 30 kilometers ChNPP zone — to 32094 In the southern direction activity BfCs at fishes decreases
from 4,8 to 78,5 Bg/kg in Kyiv water basin to 1 B@/kg, in the Kahovsky water basin and to 0,69 Bg/kg in the
Black sea. In large reservoirs the greatest speadiivity of*'Cs, as a rule, is registered in fishes of the higteghic
levels.
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
